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INDEPENDENCE DAY 

 
Of course it seems that the big-
gest celebration of Independence 
Day is done with Fireworks. Un-
fortunately when there’s Fire-
works there’s noise complaints, 
injuries and sometimes even 
fires. These events usually carry 
on after the holiday throughout 
the month of July. Safety is a 
must! To try and prevent tragedy 
or nuisances, Garden City has 
adopted many laws. Some brief 
examples that may apply to you 
or your neighbor: 
 
* Disturbing the Peace—Any loud 
noise that can be deemed dis-
turbing to another. 
 
 

• Fireworks—This  gets  techni-
cal for those who like detail, 
but it’s mostly self explanatory. 

 
Fireworks—means a device made 
from explosives or flammable 
compositions used primarily for 
the purpose of  producing a visible 
display or audible effect or both by 
composition, deflagration or den-
tonation. 
   
* “Class B’ Fireworks (Illegal)- Toy 
torpedoes, railway torpedoes, fire-
crackers or salutes (that do not 
qualify as “Class C” fireworks). 
Exhibition display pieces, aero 
plane flares, illuminating projec-
tiles, incendiary projectiles, gre-
nades, smoke projectiles or 
bombs containing expelling 
charges but without bursting 
charges, flash powders in inner 
units not exceeding  2 ounces 
each, flash sheets in interior pack-
ages, flash powder or spreader 
cartridges containing not more 
than 72 grains of flash powder 
each, and similar devices. 
 
 
 



*Class C” Fireworks (Legal) -  means toy smoke 
devises, toy caps containing not more than .25 
grains of explosive mixture, toy propellant de-
vises, cigarette loads, trick matches, trick noise 
makers, smoke candles, smoke pots, smoke 
grenades, smoke signals, hand signal devises, 
Very signal cartridges, sparklers, explosive auto 
alarms and other similar devices. 
 
What does this mean to you? 
 
“Class C” are okay. “Class B” are not. 
 
No person, firm or corporation shall offer for 
sale, sell at retail, give, furnish, possess, use, 
explode or cause to explode any blank car-
tridge, toy pistol, toy cannon, toy cane or toy 
gun in which explosives are used; any type of 
balloon which requires fire underneath to propel 
same; any firecrackers, torpedoes, sky rockets, 

roman 
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Roman candles, Daygo bombs, or other de-
vices commonly used and sold as fireworks. 
The City Council may, upon application in writ-
ing, grant a permit for public display of fire-
works by any organization or group or indi-
viduals approved by the City Council. 
   
The basic rule is if it leaves the ground or ex-
plodes, it’s illegal to possess or use.
