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 � If you have a  
suspicious  encounter 
and you’re closer to 
home, return and call 
the police.

Remember to help your 
children stay safe dur-
ing school time...  

 � Work out a safe    
     route (one you know   
     about) with your    
     child.

 � Have a 
designated person 
that you and your 
parents know to pick 
you up in case of an 
emergency. 
 

 � If nobody is home 
when you arrive, 
check in with your 
parents or a trusted 
neighbor.  

 � Whenever 
possible, walk to and 
from school with a 
friend, neighbor, 
brother or sister. Don’t 
walk alone. 
 

 � Know your home 
telephone number and 
address and the 
numbers of your 
parents’ work and of 
another trusted adult 
and how to use  
9-1-1 for emergencies. 

� If you have a 
suspicious encounter 
and your closer to your 
school, return and 
advise a teacher to call 
the police. 

 � Let parents know 
if your staying late 
after school or going 
to a friends.

 TEACH YOUR “HOME 
ALONE CHILDREN… 
 
 * To check in with you or a  
    trusted neighbor immediately  
    after arriving home. 
 * How to use 9-1-1 in an  
    emergency. 
 * To know their address. 
 * How to use the door and  
    window locks and the alarm  
    system if you have one. 
 * Never let anyone into the  
    home without their parents  
    permission. 
 * Never let a caller or someone  
    at the door know they are  
    home alone.  

  
* Have them carry a house key  
    with them in a safe place-  
    don’t leave one under the   
    door mat or on the window  
    ledge. 
 * How to escape in case of a  
    fire. 
 * Do not go into their home if  
    something doesn’t look right- 
    such as an open door, broken  
    window, strange noises from  
    inside, etc. 
 * To tell their parents if any 
    thing unusual happened or if  
    they are scared.
