Do not place your purse or wal-
let down. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Select a open visible, lighted 
parking space near the building 
or traffic when possible. 
 
Do not park near occupied ve-
hicles or suspicious persons 
walking or standing near by. 
 
Never walk between cars, stay 
in open view while in parking 
lots. 
 
Lock all doors upon exiting and 
entering your vehicle after 
checking the back seat. 
 

Purchase expensive items last. 
 
Avoid the need to carry too 
many packages to your vehicle 
and have your key ready BE-
FORE you get to your vehicle. 
 
Shop with another person. 
 
If you must shop alone try not 
to shop at night. If you do, and 
it’s available, ask for an escort to 
your vehicle. 
 
If you suspect someone may be 
following you, go to the nearest 
populated area and ask for help 
from a business employee to 
contact security or police.
