• Don’t walk or jog 
early in the morning 
or late at night when 
the streets are de-
serted. 

 
• When out at night, 

try to have a friend 
walk with you. 

 
• Carry only the 

money you’ll need 
on a particular day. 

 
•  Don’t display your 

cash or any other 
inviting targets such 
as pagers, cell 
phones, hand-held 
electronic games, or 
expensive jewelry 
and clothing. 

 
• If a dating partner 

has abused you, do 
not meet him or her 
alone. Do not let 
him or her in your 
home or car when 
you are alone. 

• If you are a bat-
tered spouse, call 
the police or sher-
iff immediately. 
Assault is a crime, 
whether committed 
by a stranger or 
your spouse or any 
other family mem-
ber. If you believe 
that you and your 
children are in 
danger, call a crisis 
hotline or a health 
center (the police 
can also make a 
referral) and leave 
immediately. 

 
• If someone tries to 

rob you, give up 
your property—
don’t give up your 
life. 

 
• If you are robbed 

or assaulted, report 
the crime to the 
police. Try to de-
scribe the attacker 
accurately. Your 
actions can help 
prevent someone 
else from becom-
ing a victim. 

• Try to park in well-
lighted areas with 
good visibility and 
close to walkways, 
stores, and people. 

 
• Make sure you have 

your key out as you 
approach your door. 

 
• Always lock your 

car, even if it’s in 
your own driveway; 
never leave your 
motor running. 

 
• Do everything you 

can to keep a 
stranger from get-
ting into your car or 
to keep a stranger 
from forcing you 
into his or her car. 

 
• If you think some-

one is following 
you, switch direc-
tions or cross the 
street. If the person 
continues to follow 
you, move quickly 
toward an open 
store or restaurant 
or a lighted house. 
Don’t be afraid to 
yell for help.

• Keep your purse, wallet, keys, 
or other valuables with you at 
all times or locked in a drawer 
or closet. 

 
• Check the identity of any 

strangers who are in your of-
fice. If anyone makes you un-
comfortable, inform security 
or management immediately. 

 
• Don’t stay late if you’ll be 

alone in the office. Create a 
buddy system for walking to 
parking lots or public trans-
portation after hours, or ask a 
security guard to escort you. 

 
 

• Follow the same caution with 
deliveries and pickups that 
businesses do. Anyone making 
a delivery to your home office 
should be properly identified 
before you open the door. Do 
not let the person enter your 
home.If you own the com-
pany, take a hard look at your 
business—physical layout, 
employees, hiring practices, 
operating procedures, and spe-
cial security risks. Assess the 
company’s vulnerability to all 
kinds of crime, from burglary 
to embezzlement. Follow ba-
sic crime prevention princi-
ples, and work with local law 
enforcement to protect your 
business. 

Workplace Safety Tips 
• Report any broken or flicker-

ing lights, dimly lit corridors, 
broken windows, and doors 
that don’t lock properly. 

 
• If you notice signs of potential 

violence in a fellow employee, 
report this to the appropriate 
person. Immediately report 
any incidents of sexual harass-
ment. 

 
• If the company does not sup-

ply an emergency kit, keep 
your own emergency supplies 
(flashlight, walking shoes, wa-
ter bottle, nonperishable food, 
etc.) in a desk drawer.
